e READ 180 is NOT a resource or special education class.

e READ 180 is designed to raise the reading levels and writing skills of struggling readers.

e READ 180 is an elective reading skills class taught by Mrs. Esplin, who will also be their English 7 teacher.

e READ 180 offers intensive help with reading as the maximum class size is 18 students versus a regular
English or Reading Skills class with 40+ students. This allows for more one-on-one learning and smaller group
learning.

e Students are not pulled out of their other classes during the day for this. Instead it is part of their daily class
schedule.

e Students who take this class typically improve one to two grade levels or more within one school year.
