Intermediate Math 2

This year in math, you will learn scientific 
notation, exponents, functions, linearity, 
Pythagorean Theorem, rational numbers, 
irrational numbers, surface area and volume 
of 3-D figures, systems of linear equations, 
interpreting data, similarity, congruence and 
angle relationships.  

8th Grade PE 

Semester  Class Fees: $5 

Grades: 8th

This class offers a wide range of 
developmentally appropriate activities that 
are increasingly complex in content, concept, 
and skill development and execution.
