Learn the other side of the theatre through stage management, sound, lights, costurne, and scenery design,

POPULAR LITERATURE (sem) - Do you love 1o read? That's what this class is all about! Together we will read
books that students are interested in.

CREATIVE WRITING 2 (sem.)( Pre-reg. Creative Writing )= This course builds on the experiences of Creative
Writing |. Dive deeper into the writing craft to find your own voice as a writer. Explore what makes writing
compelling while writing your own works in multiple writing genres.

DEBATE {sem) - This i= an introductory course for public speaking and debating techniques. This course will
explore the competitive forms of debate in Utah schools, including: Spontancous Argumentation, Imprormpi
Speaking, Extemporancous Speaking, Omtory, Lincoln-Douglas, Public Forum, and Policy. Students will further
skills in eritical and analytical thinking while developing an understanding of current peditical and ethical issues.

ROBOTICS TECHNOLOGY {sem.)- This course is a lab-hased, hands-on curriculum. Students will learn to
design, build, program, and control robetic devices, Working in teams will be a part of this course, Other projects
included in this course are: Tce cream engineering, 3D printing, graphic design, and laser engraving,

MANUFACTURING TECHNOLOGY (WOODWORKING) (sem.}- An introductory course where students use

the Design Process to create projects of their own design. Projects inchude: C02 cars, making pens, laser engraving,
and making log lamps. Safety tests will be part of the course. Machines used include: jointer, wide belt sander,
radial arm saw, table saw, band saw, and routers as well as portable 1ools, hand toals, clamps and adhesives,




abrasives and tools for applying a finish. Students are strongly encouraged to take Exploring Tech befure taking this
class. 510 course fee.

BUSINESS OFFICE SPECIALIST (sem.)- Note: Fulfilis High School Digital Studies requirement. Business
Office Specialist or BOS will help students develop their computer application skills. Students will lear how to be
productive using the Microsoft Office Suite. The class focus will be on leaming productivity software such as MS
Word, Excel, PowerPomt, Publisher, and Access. Students will compleie assignments and tasks 10 leam abowt all of
the benefits, tools, and features that these programs have, At the end of the course students will take the state test.

EXFLORING BUSINESS AND MARKETING (sem.}- This introductory course will focus on entreprencurship,

economy, finance, marketing, advertising, and accounting. Students will apply knowledge of these concepts by
doing different assignments and projects throughout the course.

FQOD AND NUTRITION | (sem.)- Food and Fitness is the focus of this course which deals with basic nutrition.
Topics covered include basic food preparation, MyPlate, carbohydrates, fats, vitnmins, minerals and prodein, Foods
supplying these nutrients will be prepared each class. $10 course fee,

INTERIOR DESIGN 1 (sem.}- This course allows students to use their creativity while applying the elements and
principles of design in the exciting world of imteriors. Students will work with floor plans, color schemes, textures
and construct a small scale model of 8 room, Career opportunitics related to housing and interior design will be
examined.

SEWING CONSTRUCTION AND TEXTILES 1 (sem.)- This is an individualized course that prepares students
with skills in the entire spectrum of clothing, apparel and textiles i.c., fashion and fabric selection; principles of
clothing construction; selection; and clothing and textiles mainienance and core.

TEACHING AS A FPROFESSION (sem.)- Teaching as a Profession is a semester course designed to help students

learn about the role and characteristics of an effective educator. Students will observe and participate with
clementary students and teachers in the classroom. Major topics include exploring current teaching methods and
mstructhional sirategics, assessments and when'how to use them, and how students learn and what instructional
strategies can be implemented 1o assist all leamers.

CREATIVE CODING (sem.) - Students will learn programming basics through Microsoft's Creative Coding
Through Games and Apps curricalum. Students will leamn 1o use variables, loop structures, decision structures
functions, and parameters in fun and interesting ways,

ISTRODUCTION TO PYTHON 1 (sem.)— Thiz course 15 an introduction 1o the Python programming language
for students with some understanding of coding. Python is a language with a relatively simple syntax and a

powerful set of libraries. Tt is easier to lenrn for beginners than a number of other languages, while at the same time,
it i widely used in many scientific areas for data exploration. Prerequisite: Students are strongly encouraged to take
Creative Coding before taking this class.

EAPLORING COMPUTER SCIENCE (sem.)- Note: Fulffils High School Digital Studies requirement
Exploring Computer Science is designed to introduce students 1o the breadth of the field of computer science
through an exploration of engagimg and accessible topics. Rather than focusing the entire course on leaming
particular software tools or programming languages, the course is designed to focus the conceptual ideas of
computing and help students understand why certain tools or languages might be utilized to solve particular
problems. The goal of Exploring Computer Science is to develop in students the computational thinking prsctices of
algorithm development, problem solving and programming within the context of problems that are relevant to the
hives of today's students. Students will also be introduced 1o topics such as interface diesign, limits of computers, and
societal and ethical issues,



EEER TUTOR (sem.}- The overall mission of LIHS's peer tutoring Program is 1o create awareness about people in
our community with disabilities, and how best to support them, Those students who choose to enroll in Mr.
Lindberg's Peer Tutoring program will provide support to students of the school's Life Skills program, Some tutors
will be asked to help students in their general education electives, while others will rn instructional programs in the
Life Skills classroom.

AIDE (sem.)- {Pre-requisite of 3,0 GPA, teacher, affice, librarian, or counselor approval reguived, Aide
permission slips can be found in the Guidence Center). Assizi a teacher, librarian, or secretary with tasks and
errands. Must be responsible and have good atiendance.

FEER MENTOR (sem.) - Students will tutor and mentor students in math, science, or computer classes. Students

must have successlully completed the class they will be mentoring in. (Applications required and can be found in
the Guidance Center).

CHINESE 1 (vear) - (Pre-reg. 3.0 Grade Point Average) Chinese | introduces students to appropriate use of
Mandarin Chinese. Heavy emphasis is placed on listening and speaking skills, but students will also leamn
foundatsons of reading and writing characiers. To help students become more fully immersed, we will discuss and
expericnce Chinese culture, holidays, and traditions.

CHINESE 2 (year)- (Pre-req. Chinese 1) Chinese 2 expands students’ abilitics to communicate in Mandarin
Chinese, further developing vocabulary, more advanced sentence structures and participation in everyday activities;
discuss /experience more about everyday life . finding similaritics, differences between their native and new culture.

ERENCH | (year) - (Pre-reg. 3.0 Grade Point Average) Students will acquire accurate pronunciation and habits of
correct usage of the fundamental patterns of French. They will leam to read and write what they can say, Culturnl
lessons introduce French lifestyle, geography, cooking, art, and music. Stsdents practice the skills by means of
dialogues, reading selections, exercises and real-life practice.

ERENCH 2 (year)- (Pre-req. French 1) Emphasis is placed upon expansion of vascnbulary while stressing
renforcement and amplification of accurate and flucnt use of the structural elements of French. Narratives and
dialogues are used 10 leamn structure and vocabulary. Students gain an ingight into the French culiire and
appreciation of French attitudes and interests and study French literature and other French speaking countries

GERMAN | (Year)(Pre-req. 3.0 Grade Point Average)—This course will help students begin to develop the
communication skills of listening, speaking. reading, and writing in the German language and increase their
interpretive, inferpersonal, and presentational proficiency levels. They will learm and practice vocabulary and
grammar structures through msdio and video clips, dialogues, online games and programs, reading sclections, and
writlen exercises. They will aleo discuss and experience various aspects of German culture from holidays o sports
and many things in between,

GERMAN 3 (Year)-{Prerequisite—German 1) This course will help students contime to develop the
communication skills in the German language and increase their inerpretive, interpersonal, and presentational
proficiency levels. They will learn and practice vecabulary and grammar structures through a variety of methods
and tools. A variety of aspects of German calture incliding food, music, and so forth will continue 1o be included in
this course.

SPANISH 1 (year) - (Pre-reg. 3.0 Grade Point Average) This class stresses the understanding of Spanish speaking,
reading, and writing. Comprehensible input will be used during 1/2 of the class to aid in students’ scquisition of
vocabulary, pronunciation, grammar, and sentence structure. The other 1/2 of the class time focuses on 5 district
thematic units. An Integrated Performance Asscssment (IPA) will be required per district thematic unit. This
includes a presentational, inferpersonal, or writien performance. We will also leam abowt the culture of
Spanish-speaking countrics. Spanish will be used 95% of the class time.



SPANISH I (year)- (Pre-reg. Must pass Spanish | with at least a C-) Spanish 1 vocabulary and grammar will be
reviewed. This class also stresses the understanding of Spanish speaking, reading, and writing. Comprehensible
mmpul will be used during 1/2 of the ¢lass to aid in stsdents’ acquisition of vocabulary, pronunciation, grammar, and
sentence structure, The other 112 of the class time focuses on 5 district thematic units, An Infegrated Performance
Assessment (IPA) will be required per district thematic unit. This includes a presentational, interpersonal, or wnitien
performance. We will also leam about the culture of Spanish-speaking countries. Spanish will be used 95% of the
closs time.

YOGA (sem.)- This course will teach stadents the basics of voga and mindfulness. We will leamn and practice
various poses and create different flows based on Vinyasa and Restorative practice. Students will also develop taols
v calm the mind and body. This course is designed for students 1o practice yoga and mindfulness on their own once
they leave LIHS. Comfortable clothing and yoga mat highly recommended.
