EXEMPTIONS

RELIGIOUS
Completed waiver form from the
local health department must be
signed and attached to the pink
immunization card.

MEDICAL
Forms can be signed at a doctor’s
office and attached to the pink
immunization card.

PERSONAL
Completed waiver form from the
local health department must be
attached to a parent-signed pink

immunization card.

A child may be allowed to attend school “conditionally” if at lease one dose of each
required immunization series has been completed and the child is currently on schedule
to finish the rest. The remaining immunizations must be completed on schedule for the

child to remain in attendance.
