	Baseline Data: "Before going to UVU... please [indicate] how comfortable you were with the idea of going to college.  (10=highest, 0=lowest)"  (Lakeridge's 8th Grade UVU College & Career Day Reflection Survey).  75.36% of students were "highly comfortable" (ranked at levels 8-10).  
	Goal Statement: First, to significantly improve students' self-efficacy and desire to attend some post-secondary training.  Second, to provide opportunities for students to observe what college is like and what types of careers they can obtain by pursuing their post-secondary training of choice.  We expect participants to increase in their desire to go to college.  (Due to the nature of this goal, much of the data is non-numeric (i.e., qualitative or anecdotal rather than quantitative).)
	Individual: Individual 8th Grade students were invited to attend and to gain confidence as they pursue post-secondary options (college & career)
	Student Group: All 8th graders (7th graders on job shadow and 9th graders in MUN)
	Classroom: All 8th grade students
	Grade: Because 8th graders were available, we have focused our outreach efforts on them

	ResultsOutcome Statement: This project had a very positive result on students who participated.  Among the 349 students surveyed, those "highly comfortable" (levels 8-10) with the idea of going to college raised from 75.36% (before going to UVU) to 92.26% (after going).  The results were even more pronounced when considering the before-and-after percentages of only level 10: 37.82% before compared with 63.32% after.  It is interesting to note that average comfort level before the activity was an 8.4, which was higher than we had suspected.  The average level after the activity was 9.3, still a significant improvement.
