Fee Waiver Applications are due by September 30th. This application needs to be completed and turned in every
school year along with current documentation for proof of qualification. Only one application needs to be filled out
per family. If you have students at the High School it is preferred the application is turned into the High School
Finance Secretary. Upon approval they will notify OCJH if your family qualifies. If you're interested in a payment
plan to assist you in paying your students fees please contact the Finance Office at 801-610-8141.
