At the beginning of the 2022-2023 school year, 7th grade students took a universal
reading screener (Lexia) to identify those who were significantly below grade level in
their reading. 28 students were identified as deficient and given the opportunity to be
placed in an English Skills class to help address their reading deficits.

Some students that were identified as needing reading support declined the opportunity
to participate in our English skills class. 22 students participated in the class. They were
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at least one grade level, 5 made improvement but did not progress a full grade level; and
2 did not progress. Another component of our plan was to have one of our English skills
teachers participate in the LETRS training to provide greater phonics support in addition
to fluency and comprehension support. This teacher did participate in LETRS training,
but due to health complications was not able to fully implement as we intended. We
were able to hire someone else with substantial skills in reading instruction and LETRS
training to teach the class for the 2023-2024 school year.

In regard to overall ELA skill improvement, we are pleased to report that Oak Canyon
students 7th-9th improved by 4% from 48% proficient in May of 2022 to 52% proficient in
May of 2023. This is an increase of 8% overall proficient from May 2021 to May 2023!
More specifically, our 7th grade students improved by 7% and our 9th grade students
improved by 5%. In addition, the growth of the students in our lowest 25% was 63.6%
which is in the average range according to our school report card. We are trending in the
right direction, but still have work to do to help our students reach proficiency in
Language Arts.

meaning that we ultimately made our goal, but we have work to do with 7th grade. In
addition, our fail rate percentage for 7th-9th grade students last year was 8.46%, and we
are thrilled about this improvement.

Our Secondary Math 1 team worked hard to identify their essential standards and
develop common assessments for those standards which is evidenced in their overall
average secondary math pass rates being much higher than their 7th/8th grade
counterparts (see chart above). The student fail rate in Secondary Math 1 is well below
7% all four quarters, and these grades are based on student proficiency on classroom
assessments. If next level readiness is gauged by the number of students that pass
Secondary Math 1, then we far exceeded the goal of 80% with an average of 98.43%
passing the class. That said, our common assessments indicate that mastery of essential
standards is closer to our goal of 80%. We are very proud of this; however, we'd like
those numbers to be in alignment. The numbers have led to some very important
conversations about assessment, mastery, retention and ultimately if our grades
represent mastery or procedural compliance.
