This is also where you indicate that
you give your permission for a student to check out a Chromebook. They cannot check one out without your
permission. Students cannot access their school accounts/email either if the update has not been completed. If
you need assistance, please click on this link for a tutorial.

We are a closed campus. Any time a student needs to leave campus, even lunch, they must be checked out
through the front office.
